RENT THE PARK OR PAVILION.

EACH UNSPAYED/UNNEUTERED DOG. IT IS FOR YOUR SAFETY

OUR DOG CONTROL OFFICER AND TAKEN TO THE SHELTER THE
CHARGE IS $10 FOR THE 1°T TIME, $20 THE SECOND TIME AND $30
